Visits from immediate family only will be allowed 

after the first two weeks on Sunday afternoon 

U-Turn for Christ consists of  2 phases. First 

Phase is a minimum of 2 months and is a 

blackout period. No phone calls or personal 

business is allowed during this time. The 

day consists of Bible studies and various 

chores and community service. Our focus is 

on learning discipline and esteeming others 

higher than ourselves. 

Second Phase brings more freedom and re-

sponsibility, and a chance to apply the Bibli-

cal life-skills that they have learned. They 

are expected to find work and provide for 

their own living expenses. Church atten-

dance and Bible studies are required and 

the men continue to be held to a high level 

of accountability. After 6 months the men 

move back into the community, or they can 

commit to staying on for another six 

months. 

A donation of $1000 is asked for the First Phase 

Court Appointees will be ac-

countable to the conditions 

set by the court. This ministry 

will work in full compliance 

with the rulings of the court. 

We cannot accept men who 

are ordered to attend a 12 -

step program, we are a 1-step 

program. We accept court ap-

pointed clients for a minimum 

of 8 months up to 2 years.
